With a GPO set in the OU of wish.  The GPO should set a login script. 
AD>OU>Propreties>GroupPolicy

User Configuration > Scripts > Logon/Logoff

The logon should point to your logind.bat is (a common location):

On the \\FBCDMC13\netlogon\l  is where each user will have its %username%.txt file contain all login and logout informaiton, the end logfile should have the columns (LOGIN/LOGOUT, SERVERNAME, DATE, HOUR, USERNAME,DOMAIN, GC LOGON SERVER) Ex: LOGIN#TSTASDMC12#27/04/2007#17.36.09,49#fferreira#\\TSASTDMC12

Next step is to put all into a SQL DB…
Witch is done by a VBS script located in  \\fbcpls01b01\c$\WINDOWS\provisioning   g.vbs it parses all those txt files and puts into a ACCESS DB called OK.mdb  also outputs important information to logs.txt.
The job is schedulled to run every 1 hour from 8:00 to 20:00 everyday.
The GUI, to view information is a C# program called LoginCheck.exe and is located in \\fbcmgt04\c$\tools  and \\fbcmgt05\c$\script\ the program has a simple GUI that query the Access DB, and now it does not retrieve old information the select queries pulls last 90 records.
